C A E S A R E A  
The great Roman port city and one of the largest archeological digs in Israel. This is where 
Peter baptized the Roman centurion, Cornelius, who became the first gentile convert to 
Christianity (Acts 10), and where Paul was tried by Festus (Acts 25:6-12). 
 
M E G I D D O   
(1 Kings 9:15) A fascinating tel (hill), comprising 26 ancient civilizations superimposed on 
one another, overlooking the Valley of Jezreel also known as the Valley of Armageddon

M U K H R A K A   
Mt Carmel, where Elijah battled the prophets of Baal (1 Kings 18:25) 
 
A C R E / A K K O  
One of the oldest cities in Israel – known as the Gateway to the Holy Land. The apostle 
Paul visited this city for a day when it was called Ptolemais (Acts 21:7). It is the former 
capital of the Crusader kingdom (UNESCO World Heritage Site).

T A B G H A

M E N S A  C H R I S T I   
The chapel which commemorates where Jesus instructed Peter to “feed my sheep” (John 
21:15-17) 
 
C A P E R N A U M   
The town where Jesus lived during His Galilee ministry (Matthew 4:13; Mark 3:1) 
 
S E A  O F  G A L I L E E   
Sail in a replica of a first century wooden boat 
 
K I B B U T Z  G I N O S A R   
Galilee Museum where 2,000-year-old boat from Jesus’ time is on display 
 
G O L A N  H E I G H T S   
Panoramic view of the Sea of Galilee from the Peace Vista. Descend by way of Yarmouk 
River Valley 
 
Y A R D E N I T   
Jordan River baptismal site (We will have a baptismal service for anyone who wants to be

B E I T  S H E ’ A N   
(Judges 7:4-8; 1 Samuel 31:10) The largest and most spectacular excavation in all of Israel. 
It was here that the bodies of King Saul and his sons were put on public display by the 
Philistines (also known as Scythopolis during Jesus’ time). 
 
D R I V E  T O  T H E  D E A D  S E A  
The lowest spot on earth 
 
B E D O U I N  E X P E R I E N C E

Ascend the mountain by cable car to view Herod’s desert fortress and the stronghold of 
the Jewish revolt against the Romans in 73AD

The home of the first century sect known as the Essenes, the authors of the Dead Sea

The desert oasis where David hid from King Saul (1 Samuel 24) 
 
J E R I C H O  R O A D   
Travel from Jericho up to Jerusalem, an ascent of 4,000 feet in 13 miles

Stop to look back and view the Judean wilderness and Dead Sea area and enjoy your first

Descend the mountain by foot on the same road that Jesus used on Palm Sunday 
 
D O M I N U S  F L A V I T   
Visit the church that commemorates where Jesus wept over Jerusalem (Luke 19:41) 
 
G A R D E N  O F  G E T H S E M A N E   
Visit the Church of All Nations and meet in the Garden where Jesus and the disciples 
would often come to pray and rest 
 
I S R A E L  M U S E U M   
Model of ancient Jerusalem, Shrine of the Book 
 
B I B L E  L A N D S  M U S E U M   
Enjoy touring through the galleries and discovering the wonders of the ancient cultures

Judaism’s most sacred site 
 
S O U T H E R N  W A L L  E X C A V A T I O N  -  D A V I D S O N  C E N T E R   
Computerized virtual model of the Second Temple 
 
T E M P L E  S T E P S   
The actual steps used by Jesus and the people of His time to enter the Temple  (Psalms of 
Ascent) 
 
C I T Y  O F  D A V I D   
Ongoing excavation in the ancient core of Jerusalem built by King David, including 
sophisticated underground water system 
 
P O O L  O F  S I L O A M   
Where Jesus cured a blind man with a mud mixture and told him to go wash it from his

Stations of the Cross leading to the Church of the Holy Sepulcher 
 
C H U R C H  O F  T H E  H O L Y  S E P U L C H E R   
Considered by Catholics to be the location of the death, burial, and resurrections of Jesus 
 
O L D  C I T Y  M A R K E T P L A C E   
Shopping 
 
G A R D E N  T O M B  A N D  G O R D O N ’ S  C A L V A R Y   
Considered by Protestants to be the site of the death, burial, and resurrection of Jesus.
